School Funding Forum

Public school funding is a complex issue.
Monroe citizens have the opportunity to
unravel some of that mystique in two School
Funding Forums this month. Our public
schools superintendent, Dr. Ken Hoover,
will join School Board members at the
library at Monroe Middle School, 315 Short
Columbia Street, on Wednesday, January 23
at 7 p.m. A second opportunity to meet with
Dr. Hoover and the School Board is on
Tuesday, January 29, at 7 p.m. in the library
at Maltby Elementary School, 9700 212th

Street SE.

The evening will include a brief synopsis of
how our state funds public education and the
challenges of public schools to provide a
quality education for every child. As is the
case in just about every school district in the
state, Monroe schools are faced with
increasing expectations but declining
resources. Local voters will be asked to
renew one source of school funding, the
current Educational Program and Operations
Levy, in an all mail-in election that ends on
February 19th. A second proposal on the
February 19 ballot is a Capital Projects
Levy. This is a two-year request for $4.7
million to replace aging heating systems and
roofs on some of the older school buildings.

These evenings are also the next phase of
the 2008-09 budget process that has
included a full review of the entire $52
million general fund by teams of volunteers.
Forum participants are invited to offer their
suggestions to balance the 2008-09
operating budget and to critique earlier
suggestions made by community members.
Those suggestions are posted on the
d i s t r i c t s ’  w e b p a g e  a t
www.monroe .wedne t . edu  as is more
information on the proposed ballot
measures.
