From our Principal

Thank you for your support of your child
and our school. I see evidence of your
caring every day in our classrooms and at
school events. You do make a difference.
Quality schools are a direct result of a
strong partnership of caring families,
committed staff and students, and a
supportive community.

We are fortunate to have the support of
our community as shown by the success
of past school endeavors. Chain Lake’s
computer lab is one example of how the
voters here have supported learning on
our campus.

Ballots will soon be mailed to voters with
a request to renew our Replacement
School Program and Operations Levy.
The ballot will also include a request to
replace aging roofs and heating systems as
well as continue funds for technology.

Renewing this replacement levy will
continue funding for existing school
programs and student services during the
next four years. It is important to know
that this levy is not a new tax. A levy is
similar to a magazine subscription. If not
renewed, it runs out and funds to continue
many school programs and student
services cease. Last approved in 2004, the
current levy expires this year.

As you may know, Monroe Public
Schools receives about 15% of its
operating dollars from local property
owners through this levy. The state
supports about 72% of our operating
costs, with the remainder coming from
grants and the federal government. More
school funding information is available on
t h e  s c h o o l s ’  w e b s i t e  a t
www.monroe.wednet.edu and in the
attached brochure.  At Chain Lake
Elementary, local levy dollars fund just

about everything from additional help for
struggling students to purchasing
textbooks. Training for new curriculum,
and compensation for staff are also
supported by the levy. Our primary
classrooms are using math materials and
science skills are being taught with hands-
on kits purchased with local levy dollars.

The two-year Capital Projects Levy will
be used to replace aging roofs and heating
systems as well as continue funding for
technology. It has been more than 10
years since voters were asked to support
improvements to some of our older
buildings. Voters last approved
technology funds in 2003 and those
dollars are nearly spent. Our students are
benefiting from the use of an interactive
white board in the library, and we are
looking forward to being able to use this
technology tool in the future in all of our
classrooms.

The four-year levy is estimated to increase
property taxes an average of about 50
cents a day for the owner of a home
valued at $350,000. Estimates for the
Capital Projects Levy are approximately
$10 a month for the same homeowner.
These estimated rates are frequently
higher than the actual tax assessed as new
homes and commercial developments
joining our community spread the costs
across more property value.

Health Room News
The following guidelines are provided to
assist you on making decisions about sending
your child to school.  Please keep your child
home if he/she has:

¥ A fever 100 degrees or greater If
so, he/she should be fever free 24
hours prior to returning to school.

¥ An earache, reddened, itching
eyes, persistent sore throat, green
or yellow drainage from the nose,
or a productive cough.

¥ Lack of interest in playing, eating,
or participating in typically
enjoyable activities due to a
complaint of not feeling well.

¥ Diarrhea or vomiting with 24
hours prior to school starting.

One of the most effective ways to control the
spread of illness in school is to keep your
child home when symptoms first appear.
Washing hands and keeping hands away from
mouths and noses will also help prevent the
spread of germs.

We appreciate being notified when your child
has been diagnosed with a contagious illness.
This allows us to monitor patterns of illness at
school and increase efforts to control the
spread.  Let’s all work together to keep our
children healthy.
