Health Room News

We are continuing to see many sick children
come through our health room. We are
asking that parents please follow the district
guidelines for sick children. Children should
stay home if they have:

* A fever of 100 degrees or greater.
He/she should be fever-free 24
hours prior to returning to school.

* An earache, reddened, itching
eyes, persistent sore throat, green
or yellow drainage from the nose,
or a productive cough.

* Lack of interest in playing, eating,
or participating in typically
enjoyable activities due to a
complaint of not feeling well.

* Diarrhea or vomiting with 24
hours prior to school starting.

Keeping a child home for a 24 — hour “watch”
period may alleviate a call home from health
room personnel when a child has returned to
school too soon.

The Washington State Becca Bill requires all
schools to keep individual attendance records
on all students. Parents of students who have
excessive absences may need to meet with the
principal and counselor. Students who have
25% or more in a month of early dismissals or
tardies will receive a letter letting parents
know of this percentage.

All absences must be excused by a parent.
Parents may do so by calling the 24-hour
attendance hotline at (360) 804-3100. You
may leave a message regarding daily
attendance or even future attendances such as
family appointments, medical appointments,
or vacation times.
