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Cell Phones at School

Dear Families,

Changing times bring many new opportunities and challenges!  This note is about an issue that
has recently been brought to our attention, and that is the student use of cell phones at school.
According to Monroe Public Schools policy # 5370, students are allowed to bring cell phones to
school “…provided that such devices do not pose a threat to academic integrity, disrupt the
learning environment, compromise personal safety, or violate the privacy rights of others.”
Phones brought to school are for emergency use only.  Students should have the phones turned
off while they are in class so that the learning environment is maintained without interruption.

Recently, a number of students have been bringing their phones out to recess to view and show
friends various sites on the Internet, take pictures of other students, or even to call friends at the
other side of the playground.  From now on, if students are found using their cell phones for
anything other than an emergency situation, our staff members may confiscate the phones and
parents will be contacted to pick them up in our school office.  Please discuss these important
rules with your child, and feel free to contact me if you have any questions or concerns.  Thank
you in advance for helping to ensure that Chain Lake Elementary is an enjoyable, safe, and
academically focused learning environment for all of our students.

Some Thoughts on Video and Computer
Games
Excerpts from Love and Logic Institute, Inc

Over the past two decades, video and
computer games have become dramatically
more fast-paced, realistic, and stimulating.
Not long after their introduction, I began to
suspect that these games had the same
addictive potential as drugs, alcohol, and
gambling. Today, family therapists and
researchers have confirmed my fears. Listed
below are some tips for helping your child
avoid getting hooked:

• Don't allow your child to have a
computer in their room.

• Allow them to play these games no
longer than thirty minutes per day.

• If your child becomes sneaky,
noncompliant, or defiant about this
time limit, remove this privilege.

• Children birth to six should spend no
time playing these games, watching
videos, or viewing television.

• So-called "educational" games,
videos, and shows are no substitute
for real-life learning activities,
involving movement, problem-
solving, and human relationships.
