Avoid the RED Zone 
Safety of our young people is a top 
priority! Please do your part. Avoid 
leaving your vehicle parked in the RED 
ZONE reserved for emergency responders. 

Vehicles in the area, marked by curbs painted red 
must have drivers behind the wheel in case of an 
emergency. No one wants to see a child hurt, but if it 
happens help must be immediate.

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Traffic Safety Flow through Fryelands 
 
We have been working with the Monroe Police 
Department to create a traffic flow pattern that 
will improve safety on Fryelands Boulevard.  
Our current traffic pattern creates back ups 
onto Fryelands Blvd. that the police would like 
to change. 
 
In order to improve traffic flow into and out of 
our school each morning and afternoon, we are 
asking parents who use the “Drop off and Pick 
up Area” to begin entering from Wales Drive.   
 
Starting today, if you are going to pick up or 
drop off your student in the car pick up line: 
 
Drive north on Fryelands Blvd. to Wales Dr. 
(park entrance/skate park)  

and form car line from there. 
 
Do not turn into the school from 152nd St.  
(Police will be monitoring this area) 

·  This is for North Gate parent pick 
up, car parking only 
 
Do not turn into the school at 154th St. (main 
entrance) for car pick up. 

·  This is for Flagpole parent pick 
up, car parking only 
 

 Allow cars that are parking to move freely 
across the line up  

(Leave a space for them at the north 
entrance) 
 
Please review the map to the left for a visual 

of the area. 
 
It takes no more than 10-15 minutes to clear 
out the school of all traffic after school.  We 
appreciate your patience and assistance with 
this traffic safety plan.

North Gate Pick-up Procedures- 
 
Dear Fryelands Families, 
 
The north gate pick-up area has slowly become our largest pick up area after school.  We have tried a few 
different methods to help with supervision and student safety, which is our number one priority at the end of the 
day. 
 
We have decided to implement the following plan for the North Gate: 

·  Students will be dismissed out of Door 4 
·  Students will not need to wait at the building and may walk out towards the play field gate and then into 

the grass pick up area. 
·  Students may not go beyond the crossing guard in that area. (near the corner of the fence) 
·  Parents will still be required to pick up their child, but the pick up area will be in the grass area, closer to 

where cars park.  This should make it easier for all. 
·  Students may not leave the area without a parent and they may not walk down towards the tennis 

court area. 
·  Staff will supervise the pick up area and parents can have students walk to the front row of cars, which 

would not require students to walk into the parking lot area unattended. 
·  At 3:40 p.m., any students who have not been picked up by parents will be escorted to the office for 

supervision.
