TiTLE 1
READING/ WRITING/ MATH
SUPPORT

Title | is a federally funded program designed
to remediate the basic skill areas of academi-
cally struggling children from low income ar-
eas. In Monroe, this program provides an op-
portunity for your student to improve reading,
language arts/communication, and/or math
skills. Title | supplements regular classroom

teaching.

e Designed for students in first grade through
middle school.

e Students with greatest need are taught by
certificated teachers and/or instructional as-
sistants under the supervision of the certifi-
cated teacher.

¢ Pull-out and/or in-class instruction.

o Small groups (5-7 students), meet 3-5 times
per week.

e Language focus is to develop reading flu-
ency and comprehension.

e Math instruction follows district math stan-
dards and math curriculum.

» Regular coordination and communication
with the classroom teacher to discuss in-
struction and student’s progress.

PLEASE NOTE: These program descrip-
tions are guidelines; differences in Title
and LAP may exist between schools.

ELL
ENGLISH LANGUAGE
LEARNERS

Monroe Public Schools offers an English Lan-
guage Learners program for students with limited
English proficiency. The district’s K-12 program
is designed to develop competency in English as
quickly as possible in order to provide a language
base for the regular curriculum. The ELL pro-
gram supplements regular classroom teaching.

e Designed for students in kindergarten through
high school.

o The program focuses on developing oral profi-
ciency with the integration of reading and writ-
ing as the student progresses through the vari-
ous stages involved in learning a new lan-
guage.

Enrollment in the ELL program is determined
by a student’s score on the Washington Lan-
guage Proficiency Placement Test (WLPT)

Elementary students who qualify for ELL ser-
vices receive pull-out instruction from certifi-
cated teachers and/or instructional assistants
under the supervision of the certificated
teacher.

Group sizes vary depending on age and profi-
ciency; and meet four or five times per week.

At the secondary level, instruction is provided
by periods or pull-out models .

Students are exited from the program once they
meet certain criteria on either the Washington
Language Proficiency Test (WLPT) and the
WASL and demonstrate oral proficiency.

LAP
LEARNING ASSISTANCE
PROGRAM

The Learning Assistance Program (LAP) is a
state funded program designed to remediate
the basic skills of students in kindergarten
through middle school. In Monroe, this pro-
gram provides an opportunity for your student
to improve reading and/or math skills. The
LAP program supplements regular classroom

teaching.
e Designed for students in Kkindergarten

through middle school who need additional
academic support.

e Students with greatest need are taught by
certificated teachers and/or instructional as-
sistants under the supervision of the certifi-
cated teacher.

« Pull-out and/or in-class instruction.

o Small groups (2-5 students), meet 3-5 times
per week.

o Direct, skills-based instructional focus; uses
integrated instruction and cooperative learn-
ing, covering:

K-5: phonics, sight words, whole language.

6-8: phonics, shared, paired, and guided
reading, vocabulary development, and
comprehension skills with an emphasis
on written communication.

Math instruction is done in collaboration
with the classroom teacher with an emphasis
on math concepts and techniques for reading
the math text.
